After my discharge in 1865, I remained in Russell County, Kentucky about 2 years, then removed to the County of Adair.  My Post Office Address was Jamestown, Russell County, until about the last of the year 1868, then for two years I lived in Adair County, Kentucky, and Columbia, Adair Co., Ky. was my Post Office until about 1870, when I moved Back to Russell Co., Ky where I remained until about the year 1873, and Jamestown, Russell County, Ky. was my Post Office Address.  I then removed Back to Adair County, Kentucky, where I remained about 3 years and Columbia, Adair Co., Ky. was my Post Office until about 1877 when I returned to Russell County, Kentucky and remained there till the Spring of the year 1887, and that Jamestown in Russell Co., Ky was my Post Office Address.  Since that time, I have resided in Adair County, Kentucky and Columbia, Adair Co., Ky. is my present Post Office Address.

I have always resided in the Counties of Russell and Adair, State of Kentucky.  That my occupation has been that of a farmer and laborer Since my discharge in 1865.  My first Sickness while in the army was Measles at Lexington in the fall of the year 1861.  I was there about three months, in hospital there.  I then was next taken Sick at Nashville in the State of Tennesse in March 1862 [for] Typhoid Pneumonia and was in the Hospital there for about 2 months, and then returned to the Regiment at Tuscumbia, Alabama in July 1862 and remained with the Command until in the winter of 1863 when I was transferred to the Marine Service at St. Louis, Missouri in the Spring of 1863.  There was when my Kidneys and Back became diseased, but was not then Sent to the Hospital at that time.  But about the first of May 1863, was taken with Small Pox and was sent to Hospital at Memphis, Tennesse where I remained until October 1863.  I was sent to Vicksburg, Mississippi where I was taken with a congestive Chill, and was then Sent to the Hospital there for several weeks, and then sent Back to the Same Hospital and after that, never was able to do duty untill I was discharged. G, 3rd Regt. as above Stated, and that Said claimant was left sick in the hospital at Lexington, Kentucky about the last of September 1861 with Measles; that Said claimant rejoined the Co. & Regt. at Columbia about the month of December 1861 or the first of January 1862, but did not Seem well then, and that in March 1862, Said Soldier went with the Regiment to Nashville, Tennessee and then was taken with fever there and was left there in the Hospital, but how long he remained there, I do not know.  The affiant further states that he did not see Said Soldier again until after his final discharge in 1864.  I then saw him several times for 2 or 3 years.
