JAMES H. MOORE, farmer and stock raiser, was born March 28, 1829, in Obion County, TN, and is the second of the twelve children (seven boys) born to Samuel and Abigail (ADDAMS) Moore. The father was a son of John and Margaret (ERVIN) Moore of English and Irish origin, came from Virginia, and was in some of the Indian Wars; the grandparents on the mother’s side were John and Margaret Addams, natives of Pennsylvania. John Addams was a farmer, of Irish descent, and was a Revolutionary soldier. 

The father and mother of our subject were respectively born in the counties of Nelson and Henry, KY. They came to the Purchase in 1830, and settled near Mayfield, Graves Co., where the father entered and improved lands, they came to Ballard Co. in 1840, remained a few years, and then returned to Graves Co. to educate their children; five or six years later they returned to Ballard Co., where the father died in 1859. He was born in 1801, his wife born in 1802, and died about ten days after her husband.

James H. Moore lived with his parents till eighteen years of age, when he engaged in flat-boating down the Mississippi River, which he followed for about ten years, trading a part of the time. He located in Ballard Co. in 1861, where he resided on 200 acres of land, which he had improved. He has added to this till he now owns about 1,000 acres, about 400 acres cleared and in good condition, embellished with good buildings. Our subject is the architect of his own fortune, which he has accumulated mostly since the War.

He was married in August 1861, to Mrs. Sarah HAWS of Ballard Co., a daughter of Benjamin and Nancy (BOREN) CRICE, natives of Illinois, and of German descent. Six children have been born to this union: James H., Marshall, Thomas L., Creighton, William, and Samuel. Mr. Moore is a Mason, and has been engaged in the pork business in Cairo, also in tobacco speculation, and is now the owner of one of the finest farms in the county.
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
