MRS. LIZZIE ANDREGG DIES IN JACKSONVILLE
This obituary was from an issue of the Casey County News.  It was glued in a scrapbook that was kept from the late 1940s through around 1960.  The following is a transcript of the text of that newspaper article.  No date of publication was available.  
Title:  Mrs. Lizzie Andregg Dies in Jacksonville
     Mrs. Lizzie Andregg Spielberger, 83, died on Monday of this week at St. Joseph’s Hospital, at Jacksonville, Fla.  She had been in ill health for some time and had recently suffered a stroke.

     She had been making her home at Jacksonville for the last 25 years where three of her daughters are living.

     She was born in Germany, and as Lizzie Foltz migrated to Louisville, where she met and married John Andregg.  They moved to Casey County on Tennessee Ridge about 80 years ago and joined a German and Swiss settlement then located there. (article states 80 years which is not correct)

     To this union were born six children, Mrs. Flora Torda, Jacksonville; Chester Andregg, deceased; Mrs. Emma Martin, Jacksonville; Mrs. Dollie Mays, Elmwood; Mrs. Matilda Bell, Jacksonville, and Mrs. Leona Bell, Creston.

     She was married a second time to Carl Spielberger, and to this union was born one son, Ernest Spielberger of Pontiac, Ill.

     Funeral services were held at the Mt. Pleasant Church on Tennessee Ridge with the Rev. L. C. Young officiating.  Internment was in the Mt. Pleasant cemetery.

     Besides her immediate family she is survived by 26 grandchildren and 12 great-grandchildren.
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
