Hayden Jr is mentioned in his father’s (Hayden) will, dated 11-15-1837, in Spencer County, KY. He is omitted from the codicil dated 8-15-1843.

Hayden Jr is shown in the Spencer County marriage records as marrying Courtney Briscoe on 11-8-1827.

In 1840 Hayden Jr is shown in the Census for Missouri, Lincoln County with 1m<5, 1 m5-10, 1m30-40, 1f<5, and 1f30-40. He is living next to Harrison Briscoe.
In the 1850 Census for Lincoln County, Missouri, Cotney Wells is shown as the head of the house: Cotney, 30f, widow, KY; Harrison, 21m,MO; George, 16m, MO; Henry B, 14m, MO; John M, 10m, MO; and Carty, 6m, MO.

In the 1860 Census for Lincoln County, MO, Coatney Wells, 52f, KY; Harrison 30m, Med Student; George, 27m; HB, 24m; John, 21m; and Carty, 16m.
Dr. Harrison Wells married Francis Hughes on 12-21-1850 in Spencer County, Ky. The bondsman was George Wells and the witness was George Wells. The date 1850 is doubtful and more likely is 1860.    

Dr. Wells set up his practice in Fairfield, Nelson County, KY. Using Census records, they had the following children:

Hayden, B: about 1868, appears to have died by 1870 Census
