Whereas the people of Carter County support the creation of recreational trails, and that it  is the established policy of this Fiscal Court to support the creation of, where feasible,   walking, biking and equestrian trails which share county road rights-of-way:
The Fiscal Court hereby authorizes the Judge Executive to permit the posting of trail marking signage along the old county road right-of-way between Leon and Fultz Fork, and along the old Rt 773 right-of-way between Hitchins and Goodale.
Specifically, the new trailway will occupy the old (now abandoned)  Leon Road between Leon and Four Mile; it will share the old Fultz Road right-of-way between Four Mile and Fultz; and it  will share the right-of-way with the current Fultz Fork Road between Fultz and Fultz Fork.
Establishment of these new trail segments will be accomplished using donated materials and volunteer labor. Eventual full development of these trails will be accomplished using transportation and recreation grant funding.
