Pati, you raise excellent points.
 
Maintenance: To be frank, I really don't know what the county's maintenance obligation is. Are they liable for snow removal? Trash collection? Paving and surface repair? Brush clearing?  I'll contact Dixie and see how these issues are to be handled. Two years from now, I don't want anyone on the Fiscal Court to say that they were mis-lead into committing to maintenance responsibilities that the county is not able to handle.
 
Ownership: It is my understanding that it has been established policy that the Ky R2T Council would ultimately transfer ownership of the trail easements to the county. I can put that in the resolution, but I have serious reservations about doing it (see below).
 
Perpetuity: That's a difficult question. When the Ky R2T Council contracts a trail easement over privately owned land, the contract/deed is with another party. the property owner. Ultimately, the county (if Ky R2T Council transfers ownership to them) will hold an interest in private real property. 

In the case of the county road right-of-way, the county is in effect contracting with itself! I believe that what the county gives itself by resolution (the trail easement), it can at some later time, surrender. In my opinion, that's one of the great downsides of county ownership of the trail system. If the Ky R2T Council held ownership, then the county would be committed to contractual obligations which it could not unilaterally rescind. Personally, I don't think we want to give the county exclusive ownership rights over the trail system. The winds of Fiscal Court policy could change at any time. This looks like another issue for Dixie to advise us on.
