GREENHILL CEMETERY 2

Location from Courthouse in Grayson:  US 60 W to Pleasant Valley, turn left on Rt. 182 for 5 miles thru Grahn to top of Grahn Hill. Turn right on Corey Ridge Road, go about 1 ½ miles and turn left on Parker Lane. Go about .1 mile and turn right, beside Kenton Wilburn’s house, go through field about .2 mile to cemetery.
