Turn left on route 182 towards 
Grahn.Travel about 4 miles on route 182.  Turn left on Nazarene Hollow Road (It is marked with a street sign).  Make a 
sharp right turn just past the Nazarene Church and follow the road until it ends at the Newell Cemetery.
