Thomas Jefferson Leach died at his home in Jackson township, Monday morning, June 15 [1903], aged nearly sixty-four years. His funeral was held Wednesday and was largely attended. Rev. T.E. Carey of Wellston officiated and the interment was in Coalton cemetery. 


He was the son of Thomas and Nancy Rose Leach, old time residents of Washington townships. Nine children were born to them, named Bartlett, David, who at one time was a Jackson merchant but went west later and died in Denver, Colorado, Lucinda who married George McKinnis and died in Indiana, Monroe, Mary, the first wife of Robert Lucas who died young, William, Fannie who died single, and Henry who died in Virginia. 





T.J. Leach married Frances, the daughter of William Faulkner, who became the mother of seven children, vis. Herbert, who was killed in a railroad accident, Herschel who is living at Ironton, and who assisted his father so much in his later years, Harry who is dead, Maude who is married and lives in Wisconsin, Delilah who married William McKinniss, and Thomas and Merritt, both of whom are living in Columbus.

Mr. Leach served in the army in the 18th and the 36th O.V.I. and the infant will receive a pension until she is sixteen years of age. Mr. Leach died of consumption. He was confined to his home for eighty-seven days according to the count which he kept himself.
