         Genealogy of the descendants of John Nelson Ross, and related Families








        Prologue

John Nelson Ross was born in Bath, or possibly Fleming Co., Ky. in 1818. Family tradition had him linked to a Vanlandingham family in some way. A few years ago, I discovered that when John got married in 1839, in Bath Co., a Vanlandingham couple signed his marriage bond documents. The signatures are not clear, but one of them was Elizabeth Vanlandingham, and the other looks like Jas.? Vanlandingham. The bond is also signed by a William Denton. On the marriage bond there is a statement in which the Vanlandinghams write that they give permission to "my son, John Nelson Ross to marry".  There is a recorded marriage bond between Joshua Vanlandingham and Elizabeth Ross dated Feb. 11, 1829. The marriage of Joshua and Elizabeth was the second for both. According to the book "The Vanlandingham Genealogy, Vol. II" by Leon Vanlandingham, Joshua probably had 2 children with his first wife (whose name is unknown), named Alfred and Madison. Joshua’s wife died, and he married a "Mrs. Ross". According to the book, Joshua and Elizabeth then had 4 more children: Valentine, Malinda, Susannah and Bluford. 

In 1845 John Nelson Ross and Nancy moved from Bath to Carter County. On the 1850 Carter Co., Ky. census, there is a family living next to them: Joshua Flanegan, 63, farmer, North Carolina; Betsey,56, Ky.; Linda,15, Ky.; Bewford, 12, Ky.; Susana Ross,25, Ky. "blind". According to Leon Vanlandingham, this Flanegan family is actually the Joshua Vanlandingham family after they changed their name!! It seems that this has happened on other occassions with the Vanlandingham name. All the given names and ages match. When John and Nancy moved to Carter Co., John’s mother and stepfather apparently moved at the same time.  Incidentally, Joshua Vanlandingham’s son, Madison, moved to Platte Co. Mo. in the 1850’s, the same county where John Kinnamon (Nancy’s brother) and their father, George Kinnamon,  moved in the 1850’s! 

On the 1850 census, living right next to John Nelson Ross and the “Flanegan” family, is one Reuben Truman Ross. Reuben Truman Ross was born Sept. 11, 1822 in Ky. and died 29 Sept. 1868 in Neodesha KS. Reuben married Rebecca L. James on 7 Sept. 1848 in Carter,Ky . Rebecca was born 14 Sept. 1831 in Carter,Ky and died  21 Apr 1882/1892 in Neodesha, Wilson, Kansas. Reuben was the son of Richard Ross and Catherine McCleese (married 29 Sep 1814 in Bath Co. KY.). Reuben moved his family to Kansas in the mid 1850’s.  There are several pieces which seem to link Reuben with John Nelson Ross: 1) the afforementioned 1850 Carter Co., Ky. census; 2) his father married into the same McClease clan as Andrew Zornes and Rachel Rhodisa "Dicie" Tackett. Andrew and Dicie are related to John Nelson Ross; 3)  I have a copy of an old tintype photo of an elderly lady which is entitled: "Becky Ross, born 1831". This was given to me by Opal Sparks, Opal’s husband, Glen Sparks, is descendant of John Nelson Ross’s son, Reuben Ross. Rebecca (James) Ross, wife of  Reuben Truman Ross, was born in 1831!!  My guess is that, some time after Reuben Truman Ross died in Kansas, Rebecca, well on in years, decided to send a photo of herself to her husband’s family in Ky. Reuben Truman Ross might have been John Nelson Ross’s cousin, it doesn’t seem likely that they were brothers.

The above Richard Ross, father of Reuben Truman Ross, also had daughters Margaret, Eleanor (?) and Susanna. Other sources refer to daughters named Mary Ann and Mary Elizabeth Ross. Margaret Ross married Arthur Prince; Susanna was probably blind at a young age and may never have married. The reported Mary Ann Ross married Robert Talton Wilburn. Mary Elizabeth Ross married William R. James.

Jacob Ross married Elizabeth Denton (same Denton clan as Elizabeth (Denton) Vanlandingham) on 26 Sep 1815 in Bath Co., KY; Mary married Rev. Jeremiah M. Hunt on 27 October 1805; and Margaret married Wesley Denton on 23 November 1818 in Fleming Co., Ky.. These Denton and Hunt families also married into the Bath County Vanlandinghams, AND, were the same families that John Nelson Ross appears to be living next to (or with), on the 1840 Bath County census!! Jeremiah's Hunt's family intermarried with this Denton clan about a dozen times, that I have been able to document. Jacob and Mary's sister, Margaret Ross, married a Wesley Denton. Wesley was the son of Abraham Denton and Sarah "Sally" Hunt! , Wesley Denton was uncle to Elizabeth (Denton) Vanlandingham.  Before John Nelson Ross left  Bath Co., he had one son, who he named John PIAT Ross.  John Nelson Ross's son,  Jeremiah Jacob Hunt Ross, was born about one year after the death of Rev. Jeremiah Hunt, the husband of Mary (Ross) Hunt. The above referenced Rev. Jeremiah Hunt is my candidate as source for my great grandfather’s rather unusual name: Jeremiah Jacob Hunt Ross. 

On the 1820 Bath County census there is a Betsy Ross, head of household, and with her is 1 male (0-4). I’m guessing that the male is John Nelson Ross (age 2), and that Betsy is his mother, and is the same Elizabeth Ross who is to marry Joshua Vanlandingham in 1829. On the 1820 census the following names are listed, one under the other: West Denton,John Vanlandingham, Joshua Vanlandingham, William Denton, Betsy Ross, Sarah Denton, Polly Vanlandingham.

Concerning a John Ross who was born 18 September 1754 in Prince William Co., VA.: There sems to be conflicting evidence as to his wife's name. One name given is Susannah Piat (also spelled Pyatt and Piatt). 

There is a family ledgend that John Nelson Ross's father was the 3rd son of a Scottish duke, who  married a Vanlandingham. The Vanlandingham family disapproved of the marriage and forced a divorce. John's father then left the area, and John was left to be raised by the Vanlandinghams. Personally, I give no credence to this story, and I record it here only in the interests of completeness. 
The John Ross who is a candidate for John Nelson Ross’ father served in the Revolutionary war under the Col. Grayson.   Grayson, Ky. was named for this Col. Grayson!!

The obituary of John Nelson Ross states that the Kinnamon family was traveling through Bath County  when John and Nancy met. There is some recollection that a descendent of Nancy's brother, John Kinnamon, claimed that John Kinnamon was "from Louisville", so this may have been one of the places that the Kinnamon family settled. John Kinnamon was in Missouri by 1860, and his birth place is listed as Ky.. John Nelson Ross and Nancy moved from Bath County to Carter Co., Ky. in1845, and subsequently recorded claims to several plots of land in the Tygarts Creek area. If John's father came from Scotland, why did he give his children the middle names of prominent local families (ie. Piatt, Hunt, Johnson), implying that he was related to them in some way? 

Why was Willie Sparks ( John Nelson Ross’s adopted son)  buried next to John Nelson Ross (note, Willie died earliest of all males)?

The 1860 Platte Co., Mo. census appears to give us Nancy’s father, George W. Kinnamon (b. Jan. 15, 1794 in Maryland ). I haven’t been able to find George in my "Kinnamon Family in America" book yet. On this line I’ve also been trying to track down info on the Rachel Kinnamon who married Austin Vanlandingham on Aug. 30, 1847 in Ky.  I have been in contact with a descendent of Rachel through her second husband, William Abner Fox. There is good circumstantial evidence to suggest the Rachel is a sister to Nancy and John. A couple of things still keep me from saying that this explanation is 100% correct. Most importantly, why don’t any of John and Nancy’s descendents have any knowledge of John’s family living in Carter County? That seems totally out of character for the way people live down there. Also, there don’t appear to be any photos of either Elizabeth or Joshua that have been passed down through any family line.
John Rison James (1817-1904) married Mary Elizabeth Ross, a reported daughter of Richard Ross and Catherine McClease of Bath and Greenup Co., Ky. James and Elizabeth appear on the 1860 Linn Co., Kansas living next to Reuben Truman Ross! Both Richard and Reuben later both relocate to Wilson Co., Ks. A 3dr gr. Granddaughter of John Rison James, Betty Katherine Black married a 
Warren B. Piatt!!

Nancy (Kinnamon) Ross’ obituary informs us that when Nancy apparently met John Nelson Roos her family was passing through Bath County on the way to Madison County. This is a strong indication that the family had come to Kentucky from their home in Tennessee via the Big Sandy and Ohio Rivers. 1836 maps show trails from Greenupsburg and Cannonsburg that merge near present day Olive Hill, 
then a trail southwest through Bath County to Mt. Sterling. Winchester and Richmond (the county seat of Madison County). This may also be a clue as to why John and nancy Cose to make a new home in Carter County in 1845, rather than move to the west, as so many other Kentucians did.

DNA match with Jim Ross:
Hi John,
Thank you for the reply.

As Jim's family are all still in Scotland, and we have not found any actual relation that has moved to America, there is no obvious match.

We have found very limited information on Jim's paternal line. His father (James) was born in Currie, Edinburgh, Scotland and lived there all his life. His Grandfather (William), is a problem for us. We know where he was was from 1904, when he married in Kirkintilloch, Scotland (aged 24). His marriage certificate gave his parents as William Ross and Mary Graham. His death certificate gave his parents as William Ross and Elizabeth Brooks, but I can not find a birth to either set of parents.

Jim's father remembers his own father well, as they lived in the same house until 1947, when William passed away. Jim's father lived until 2004 and we asked him as many questions as possible, but the only information we got was that Willim was born in Balfron, Scotland. No known siblings. We couldn't even get a date of birth. He was in the army during the first world war, but we can not find his amy records.

The only census we can find him in is the 1911, and he gives Balfron as his place of birth.

I have looked at all the births in Balfron around 1879-81, but none of them look like an obvious match.

There is a story in the family that he changed his surname, but we do not know why. That is why having a ROSS DNA match would be interesting. 

I am not sure if we can help each other, but I do have access to the Scottish records so if you get any clues to Scotland I can have a look.

The signature of William Denton on John Nelson Ross’ marriage bond appears to match the signature on an Oct. 26, 1836 deed of property from Sarah Hunt, Joshua P. and Elen (Denton) Hunt, Elijah and Cela (Denton) Perkins to Reuben Denton (page 88). Deed refers to “William Denton’s own tract”. Elen Denton and Celia Denton were the daughters of Abraham Denton and Sarah “Sally” Hunt. The fact that they sold the property joinly indicates they were heirs to Abraham Denton’s (1776-1813) and Sally (Hunt) Denton’s (1779-1831) estate.

Here is some info on Jeramiah Ross (per Russ DeBord(?):  In 1876 at the age of 20, the young Jeramiah married Sarah Alice Campbell who was then just 16 years old. Jeramiah and Sarah lived as farmers in the northwestern part of Ky. where the three states of Ohio, West  Virginia and Ky. merge. They lived in various parts of Greenup, Elliott and Carter counties where their eleven children  were born. According to one of their daughters, Bertha, who gave this interview in 1972 at the age of 80, "they lived just to this side of Beartown, away  down under the hill where the 
roads are built so high." They were living here in 1900 because Bertha recollects going to Brushe's school in Greenup at the age of 6.  Sometime after 1900, the family moved to Elton, Wisconsin 
for a period of 6 months to a year. According to Bertha, they stayed only briefly because her mother wasn't satisfied there, and that's the one thing her Daddy would  give into. This was also verified by Jeramiah Ross's grandson, Earl Jones,  who said his grandfather was a stubborn man and very set in his ways and the only thing he relented in was moving back to Ky. from Wisconsin at his wife's urging.  When
the Ross family moved back to Ky., they eventually settled in the Olive Hill area around 1906 or 1907.  Apparently Jeramiah Ross was famous for his stubbornness, and Earl  Jones (grandson) says that people used to say . . . "stubborn as Jerry Ross." Bertha added that it's a Ross family trait to argue, but that the Campbell's (her mother's maiden name) were peace-lovers.  Of Jeramiah, Earl Jones said, "Boy, I 
loved that old man, I'm telling you. He died at 94 years of age, and he smoked and chewed tobacco all his life. Bertha, says Jeramiah had his own teeth until he was well into his 80's, and that when he was 92, he didn't look over 65.

YORK, KY. — For a town to be granted a post office is a sign that it has arrived. 

But York, Ky., which had a post office for 120 years, has been without one since 1987. It was that year that Lucille Miller retired at 65, after 23 years of handling the mail through Miller’s Grocery and Post Office. Mail delivery moved to a far off South Shore office — 20 miles away. 

“I was tired, and I guess they decided they couldn’t find anyone to do it any better,” she says with a grin. But her self-assured, warm manner doesn’t show that she’s tired. Although local mail service hasn’t been disrupted, one area man says “the personal touch” has been lost. 
In the state’s far northeastern corner, midway between Portsmouth, Ohio, and Interstate 64, York began a rather interesting postal history as Kenton Furnace in 1869. For a brief period around 1910, the post office was called Spriggs. Edith Miller, Lucille’s mother-in-law, ran the post office from 1828 to 1932, then Edith’s daughter-in-law worked the letters from 1932 to 1964, when Lucille took over. Each time, the post office moved with the postmistress. But why the post office or the area was named York is a mystery. 
About 250 people lived in the York post office area, a winding seven-mile stretch of valley, when it closed 13 years ago. Only 10 or so lived close enough to pick up their mail at Miller’s. For the first five years, the Millers lived down the road five miles, and the office moved when they built their present house in 1969. 
York isn’t on most road maps, and even locals are challenged to find it. Just five miles from the intersection of what is York, two teen-age boys have never heard of it. A convenience store manager — the unofficial worldwide location finder — suggested driving north a few miles and stopping at someone’s house to ask directions. 
Deep in the Ky. hills that are covered with tobacco farms, greenhouses and vegetable gardens, many roads are still gravel. The main road that travels through the York area was just paved completely last year. 
Because of the remote location, York residents live with certain inconveniences — only four television channels, for example. “Don’t watch much TV anyway, except for ‘Jeopardy,’” says Lucille. She finds other ways to entertain the couple’s 10 grandchildren and one great-grandchild. The couple’s new maroon pickup truck was chosen because of its extended cab and extra space for the kids. 
Behind the Millers’ home, 30 wild turkeys occasionally parade across the well-clipped backyard lawn. At a nearby historic iron furnace, husband Jim, 79, picks his way through thick briars with an ever-ready pocket knife. Down the road from the couple’s house is a log home that Jim’s father built in 1890. Last year, the couple raised the largest pumpkin in Greenup Co., at 250 pounds. Both Millers appear much younger than their years. 
Jim retired from the Ky. Department of Agriculture in 1979. From inside a small, gray wooden shed and next to an old red tractor, Jim drags out the old sign that once hung above the store’s door. With two faded Pepsi Cola logos at each end of the yellow sign, it says Miller’s Grocery and Post Office, York, Ky.. Printed in the lower left corner is the old ZIP code — 41188. 
“She made me take it down,” he says, head jerking toward Lucille. “She thought people would be stopping for pop and candy.” 
Bobby Thompson, a senior clerk at the Greenup post office, says the closing was a cost-saving measure but also a sign of the times. 
“Thirty years ago, people didn’t get out of the holler much. And some of these hollers are so deep the sun never shines there,” says Thompson. “But people are more mobile now, and closing some of little bitty post offices made sense.”
York residents lost their ZIP code (it’s now 41175 instead of 41188), but Thompson says residents can use either address — South Shore or York — as a mailing address. “We’ll still get it there,” he says. But the York store is closed, and a lawn mower and tools rest where food and supplies once filled the counters. It doesn’t appear that York, Ky., will regain its “personal touch” anytime soon.

William  A.  Ross


            The name of William A. Ross, the present popular postmaster at Modoc, needs no introduction to the people of Nettle Creek township, of which he is the oldest native born citizen and where his entire life has been spent. He has lived to see and take part in the great transformation of this township from the wilderness epoch to the present time when it ranks with the leading agricultural sections of the great Hoosier commonwealth. He talks most interestingly of the early days here and his mind is a storehouse for valuable historical facts. His life has been such that he has kept unsullied the good name of this worthy old family and he is highly respected by all who know him.
            Mr. Ross was born three miles northwest of Modoc, in Nettle Creek township, Randolph county, September 17, 1848. He is a son of Thomas F. and Eunice (Brown) Ross. The mother was born and reared in Wayne county, Indiana. The father was a native of Kentucky and his father brought him to this locality in a very early day and here he grew to manhood, The family located near the present town of Huntsville. Thomas Ross worked hard assisting his father develop the home farm from the wilderness, and he spent his life successfully engaged in general farming, and at his death October 11, 1882, he owned two hundred and ten acres in Nettle Creek township. He was one of ten children, six sons and four daughters, all now deceased, with the exception of Wesley D., of Dunkirk, Indiana; and Elijah P., of Greenville, Ohio. The death of Mrs. Eunice Ross occurred December 4, 1909.
            William A. Ross was reared on the home farm and received his education in the rural schools. He has been a farmer the major portion of his life and has been successful in his work. Besides the common schools he attended high school at Bluntsville, Indiana, also at Indianapolis and the Normal school at Winchester. Thus well qualified for life's serious duties, he began teaching in 1869 and he followed teaching and farming for a period of twenty-one years, during which time his services were in great demand and he ranked among the county's most popular educators. Thus by farming in the summer and teaching in the winter time he was a very busy man in his earlier career. In 1882 he was elected township trustee for one term of two years and in 1894 was elected to the same office for a term of six years. On November 24, 1906, he was appointed postmaster at Modoc under President Roosevelt, which office he still holds. He has been township assessor and land appraiser at different times. As a public servant he has discharged every duty assigned him in a manner that has reflected much credit on himself and to the eminent satisfaction of all concerned, being always very faithful in the trusts reposed in him.
            Mr. Ross has been very successful in a business way and he now owns considerable valuable city property in Modoc, including the post office building, which is one of the best in the village.
            In 1872 Mr. Ross was married to America Howell, who died in 1876, leaving one child, Francis Omer Ross, who is now in the wholesale business in Cleveland, Ohio. On December 2, 1882, our subject married Rhoda I. Lamb, of Randolph county, and a daughter of Restore and Mary Lamb, who established themselves on a farm here in an early day, but are now living in Kansas with their youngest son. Mrs. Ross was one of three children. To Mr. Ross and his second wife four children were born, namely: Mrs. Ethel Jordan, who lives two miles southwest of Modoc, has four children, Wilbur, Flava, Graydon and Crystal; Mrs. Mary Bessie Swain, of Modoc, has three children, Galen, Ruth and Albert; Willis A., in the wholesale business, lives in Cleveland. Ohio; Mrs. Nettie Victoria Hutchens, of Losantville, has one son, Charles. The second wife of William A. Ross died January 23, 1910, and for some time he has been making his home with his daughter, Mrs. Swain.
            Politically. Mr. Ross is a Republican and has long been active in the ranks. He is a member of the United Brethren church. Fraternally he holds membership with the Knights of Pythias and the Independent Order of Odd Fellows. He is secretary of both the local lodges. He is also secretary of the Modoc Natural Gas & Oil Company, of which he is a large stock holder.      On August 8, 1833, John Ross, aged 78 on the eighteenth of last September, appeared in court and made declaration that he enlisted in the Revolutionary War in September 1775, and under Captain Phillip

Ludwell and Lightfoot Lee, in what was called the "Minute Service" in a regiment of Virginia commanded by Colonel William Grayson, of Prince William County Virginia, Major Leven Powell of Loudon County Virginia,  Captain P. L. Lee of Prince William County Virginia, Lieutenant John Payton of Prince William County Ensign M. Whiting of Fauquier County Virginia.  This deponent was born in Prince William County Virginia on the 18th of September 1754 and resided there at the time of his enlistment.  Soon after his enlistment this deponent was marched on to South Hampton and the Light House of Hampton Roads passing through Virginia by the way of Fredricksburg, Williamsburg & Little York to South Hampton where he remained till February following when he was informed that the British fleet had arrived in Hampton Roads and threatened the destruction of the Light House.  That they were marched immediately to prevent it were compelled by the superior force to retreat to heavy fire from the Shipping.  He then returned to Hampton near the close of the March 1776 after they were discharged, after having served on this tour for 7 months and the deponent remained at home in Prince William County Virginia after his discharge, till September 1777 when he was drafted and marched under command of Colonel Jesse Ewel, Major James Ewel, Captain Vanentine Peyton Lieutenant Timonty Peyton, Ensign Price Posey, all of Prince William County Virginia, to the state of Pennsylvania, passing through Fredrickstown Maryland, Lancaster Pennsylvania, thence crossing the Susquehannah River to Germantown and then fell in the rear of General Washington's Army where they remained in service till the last of November when they were discharged and returned to their homes, having served in the campaign for three months.  In June 1780 he was again called on and ordered to march to Dumfried Commanded by officers under whom he marched to Pennsylvania where he remained in active service for one month guarding the town and it's vicinity.  During the same year he was ordered by the same officers to cut out and open a road through Fairfax County Virginia for the passage of General Washington's army which he aided in executing consuming fifteen days when he was discharged.  He served in each of the above services as a common soldier.  He was discharged by his captain after having been marched to Prince William County Virginia.  He served in company with Triplett Moss, John Brot and Robert Warren.  Tripplet Moss  John Brit and Robert Warren [repeated].

        A. G. Houston, clergyman, resident of Fleming Co., Ky. and Burtis Ringo, resident of the same county made certification that they were well acquainted with John Ross, the above named applicant and

to their belief in his statements.

  John Ross of Fleming County Ky. who was a private commanded by Captain Lightfoot of the regiment commanded by Colonel Grayson in the Virginia line for 11 months was inscribed on the  pension roll of the Ky. agency to commence on March 4, 1831, Certificate of the pension was issued on 24th of December 1833.

I believe John Wayt, brother to Andrew, was born in England as stated in "History of the Panhandle, 1879". Record of him has been found in Cumberland County, PA, but he eventually settled in Ohio County, VA by 1777, when he swore allegiance. He was married to Mary Pyatt, they had NO children and he accumulated substantial wealth. Many records reflect John in Ohio County, but the most interesting to our genealogy are the records following his death. John's will and codicil reflect John's close relationship to Nathaniel (his nephew), who incidentally was married to Mary Pyatt's niece, Sarah Pyatt. The codicil forgives debts Nathaniel owed John. The will was signed 29 Nov 1817 and among other matters it provided that his estate be left intact until Mary's death, following which, the bulk would be given for religious purposes. Following John's death Sep 1818, some nieces and nephews (children of Andrew) went to court claiming John was not in a clear mental or physical conditin to be writing a will and John Faris had unduly influenced him. The nieces and nephews present some very convincing arguments with a a number of witnesses and depositions. The court ruled the will would stand! In the year 1822 the nieces and nephews went back to court--this time claiming Adam Faris was taking money from John's estate for the use of religion and the will stated AFTER the death of their Aunt Mary, who was still living. The court ruled in favor of the nieces and nephews and that "the said commissioners shall pay no respect to the bequeath for charitable uses contained in the last will & testament of the said John Wayt". In the years that followed, deeds of Ohio County reflect John's heirs clearly. The property is first divided into thirds, with one third going to John's sister Mary Collins of Mifflin County, PA, who was still living. One third was divided by nine with one ninth of one third going to the living children of John's brother, Andrew, deceased. Hannah is omitted--was living at father's death in 1814, had died without heirs by 1820 (we can assume). One third was divided by four and given to the four living heirs of John's brother Joseph. The deeds explain that Joseph is deceased, leaving one son, John. John is deceased, but left four children--namely: Susanna (Mrs. Washington Everson); Mary (Mrs. Stacy Hartley); William and Shedlock. John Wayt's farm (Old Trail Farm) is still intact today which can be attributed in great part to Nathaniel, who bought the greater part of it from his relatives.

One of the two Jacobs served with George Rogers Clark's army based at the Falls of the Ohio beginning around 1780.  A letter in the Draper Papers says "give my regards to Mr and Mrs Pyatt ..." who are at the

Falls.  Both the younger Jacob and Benjamin moved to Adams Co Ohio which is not far from Bath Co KY.  All circumstantial and speculative evidence

to be sure

There were PIATTs in Jay and Randolph Counties, IN by the mid-1800s but they were from another line.  The PIATTs of Boone Co KY and Cincinnati are still another line.  per Laverne Ingram Piatt Albert HILEY

Born, 3:30 pm, Feruary 9, 1943 at White Cross Hospital, Columbus, Ohio

Lived on Sullivant Avenue in Columbus, in a brick duplex.

Carl and Pasqualina. Sully had a sister, Mary, who was married to Joseph DePasqualli. Joe and Mary had children my age named Joey and Janet,

Attended school at Bird Elementary. Attended 5th grade at Plimpton School.

Played in woods near Bird and Son Roofing plant. We built a raft and floated on mill pond near Bird & Son.

Played in Bird Park. Remember large stone Bath House next to the swimming pool. Used to swim out to “The Frogs” in the center of the pool.

Used to walk on “he Stepping Stones” which crossed the narrow end of the pool near the woods and Bath House.

Remember Oscar, the mental patient who drowned in the pool one winter. Eash spring, the pool was drained, and the accumulated muck at the bottom was hosed down into the creek which flowed through the swimming pool.

Most years new sand was put in small “beached”  at the side of the pool. In the spring, we would cach tad poles there. After the pool was cleaned they would re-fill it using iron pipes which rested on the bottom of the swimming pool. We used to catch fish and frogs in the little creek below th the swimming pool.

We used to build “forts” by piling up pine needles in the woods near the swimming pool. I used to clim high in the tall pine trees which were in the woods near where the little creek entered the swimming pool. There were several crab apple trees near the “Stepping Stones” end of the swimming pool. We used to play baseball in the flat open area just to the right of the main entrance to Bird Park. Further up Washington Street, on of the iron bars of the fense which enclosed the park was bent so that we could squeeze through. Our “short cut” in and out of the Park.

We used to through snowballs at passing cars from inbetween the large arpartment budildings across from the Park. Play nated were Larry Hogan, his little brother Terry Hogan. Thay had sisters named Shela and Helen.

Several houses up the street lived the Baronowski family: Gerald and Eddy, there mother Helen, and there father, who was a carpenter. They had a big old wooden fishibng boat in their back yard which was great to play in.

All of our yards were adjacient to the Bird School grounds.

John Bunyan, who has been named "the Immortal Tinker", became one of the world's most well-known Christian writers. He wrote many books, but his most famous one, "Pilgrim's Progress", has become a world classic. 

In 1660 Cromwell's Protectorate came to an end and the monarchy was restored. Believing that the only way to foster unity within the nation was to force religious conformity, the government attempted to arrest the growth of independent churches by forbidding preaching. Bunyan refused to obey this, and was arrested, and sentenced to remain in prison until he agreed to conform. 

The County Gaol then stood on the corner of the High Street and Silver Street, and there is a plaque marking the spot. Bunyan was 32 when he first went to prison, and he remained there for the next twelve years. During this time he wrote two major works - his autobiography (Grace Abounding to the Chief of Sinners) and The Pilgrim's Progress. 

In 1672 Charles II issued a Declaration of Religious Indulgence, and Bunyan, along with others, was set free. He was immediately appointed pastor of the Independent Congregation. However, the following year the King withdrew his Declaration and Bunyan was again put into prison. He was released four years later, and on 18 February 1677 published the work for which he is so well known. 

Bunyan lived for another ten years, during which he wrote another forty books! He died in August 1688, and is buried in City Road, London.    per http://www.kbnet.co.uk/bedford/

John Bunyan was born in 1628. In 1644 he was caught up in the Civil War and drafted into the Parliamentary army. Four years later he entered a period of intense spiritual struggle (chronicled in Grace Abounding to the Chief of Sinners), after which he emerged a new man. He joined a Nonconformist church and began to preach. Bunyan spent many years in prison because of his faith and during this time began writing The Pilgrim's Progress. The first part was published in 1678 and the second part, together with the whole work, was published in 1684. Bunyan died in 1688.

They call it John Bunyan's Bedford and perhaps it's hardly surprising. For a lowly seventeenth century tinker to have risen to become one of the most celebrated writers in the English language was a feat indeed. The Pilgrim's Progress has been translated into into 200 different languages and was written in Bedford County Gaol where Bunyan languished for twelve years. Don't miss Bunyan's Meeting House and Museum to view many of his personal possessions and other relics. 

Visit Elstow, the village where this great non-conformist grew up and call into Elstow Moot Hall and Green. Look out for Bunyan's Mead cottages (not open to the public) and Elstow Abbey. Take a guided tour and see many more places which not only commemorate this great writer and preacher, but are a fascinating historylesson in themselves.

English cleric and author. Born Nov 28, 1628 at Elstow, Bedfordshire, England. Died at London, Aug 31, 1688. Bunyan was a  fervent English Puritan and a supreme master of English prose. Educated briefly in the local school, Bunyan early became a tinker like his father. During the English Civil War, he served (1646) in the parliamentary army. As a member of a Baptist  congregation in Bedford after 1653, Bunyan clashed with his fellow nonconformists, the Quakers. This experience led to two religious pamphlets published in 1656 and 1657 in defense of his faith and launched him on a new career as an itinerant

preacher. 

Arrested in 1660 for preaching without a license, Bunyan spent most of the next 12 years in jail. While there he produced 10  books, the most important of which was his powerful spiritual autobiography, Grace Abounding to the Chief of Sinners (1666). In this he chronicles his many battles with Satan and the "the merciful working of God" leading to his salvation and the  acceptance of his divine call to preach. 

Following his release from prison in 1672 and his temporary reimprisonment for non- conformity, Bunyan completed his most famous work, Pilgrim's Progress an allegory of Christian salvation. It was published in two parts, in 1678 and 1684. Bunyan's other works -- rich in biblical echoes and notable in their vigorous, colloquial, and highly personal style -- include The Life and Death of Mr. Badman (1680), which presents a dialogue between Mr. Wisemans and Mr. Attentive, the biography of an unregenerate rogue, The Holy War (1682) in which the City of Mansoul (symbolizing the human soul) is besieged by Diabolus

and delivered by Emmanuel.

BIOGRAPHY OF JOHN BUNYAN CHILDHOOD

In 1628 John Bunyan was born in the parish of Elstow, approximately two kilometres to the south of Bedford, where he was baptised on 30 November 1628. He was the son of a tinker. Although the family was poor, they owned a cottage nearby, in the hamlet of Harrowden. Bunyan described his childhood as normal and happy, and he learned to read and write a little. As a child he travelled the district helping his father and learning the trade. 

CIVIL WAR 1642-45 

In 1644, when Bunyan was 16, his mother died and his father remarried within a year. In November 1644 Bunyan was mustered (conscripted) in a county levy of the Parliamentary army. He seems to have spent most of his military service in garrison duty at Newport Pagnell. He later spoke of a narrow escape: "When I was a soldier, I, with others, was drawn out to go to such a place to besiege it; but when I was just ready to go, one of the company desired to go in my place; and coming to the siege, as he stood sentinel, he was shot in the head with a musket bullet, and died." 

FIRST MARRIAGE AND SPIRITUAL CRISIS 

Returning to Elstow in 1647 Bunyan resumed his work as a tinker, and the Museum has his anvil and metal violin from this period. Two years later he married a local girl who bore him four children, the first of whom, called Mary, was born blind. The arrival of Mary in 1650 made Bunyan reflect seriously on his life for the first time. He questioned the value of his favourite pastimes such as bell-ringing in Elstow Church, dancing and playing tip-cat, an early form of rounders. In Grace Abounding published in 1666, Bunyan describes this period of spiritual crisis admitting that, "Even as a child I had few equals in cursing, swearing, lying and blaspheming the Holy name of God". 

JOINS INDEPENDENT CHURCH IN BEDFORD 

The Civil War was over but it had made its mark throughout the country. Some people wanted a simpler form of worship and Independent congregations (from the Church of England) began to emerge. John Bunyan found one such congregation in 1653 at St John's Church, south of the river, where he became friends with their pastor John Gifford. 

STARTS PREACHING 

By 1655 Bunyan and his family were living in St Cuthbert's Street in Bedford and it was at this time that Bunyan discovered he was a gifted preacher, and by 1659 he was recognised beyond the county border as a preacher. In 1656 he became involved in disputes with local Quakers under Edward Burrough and these led to his first book, Some Gospel Truths Opened. 

SECOND MARRIAGE 

In 1658 his first wife died and the following year he married his second wife, Elizabeth, with whom he had two children. In this year he also published his most ambitious theological work, The Doctrine of the Law and Grace Unfolded. 

ARRESTED FOR PREACHING 

In 1660 Cromwell's Protectorate came to an end and the monarchy was restored. In the belief that national unity could only be achieved by religious uniformity, the state attempted to restrain the developing Independent congregations by forbidding preaching. Bunyan was arrested in the hamlet of Samsell just after he had begun a meeting. He was held at nearby Harlington Manor overnight and appeared before the local justices there when he was sentenced to three months in prison. 

PRISON 

Since Bunyan refused to give an assurance not to preach he remained in the County Gaol for 12 years from 1661 to 1672. The County Gaol was demolished in 1801, but one of its prison doors was saved and is on display within the Museum. In vain, his wife Elizabeth tried to get his case reopened by pleading with Sir Matthew Hale, the Lord Chief Justice of England, when he stayed in Bedford. Bunyan was allowed several privileges as a prisoner, since he was not a common criminal. The prison was only five minutes from his home so food was brought into his cell, often by his blind daughter Mary, and a stoneware jug believed to have been used for this purpose can be seen in the Museum. He also received daily visits from friends and had occasional excursions from prison, keeping him in close contact with members of the congregation. He is reputed to have made a wooden flute out of a stool leg in his prison cell: this is on display at the Museum. During imprisonment he supported his family by making "long tagged bootlaces" which they could sell.

WRITING THE PILGRIM'S PROGRESS 

This period in prison was used for writing. In 1663 came Christian Behaviour followed in 1665 by The Holy City and in 1666 by Grace Abounding, his spiritual autobiography. It is thought that the impetus for the latter might have been the knowledge of the 40 people who died of the plague on the north side of the river where John Bunyan was imprisoned. This is mentioned in St Paul's Parish Register. It was during the years 1667-72 that Bunyan probably wrote much of the first part of The Pilgrim's Progress. 

PASTOR OF BEDFORD CHURCH 

In 1672 King Charles II issued the Declaration of Religious Indulgence and Bunyan, like other church offenders, was released from prison. He was immediately appointed pastor of the Independent congregation in Bedford, which later bought a barn and orchard in Mill Street as their place of meeting. In 1673 the King was forced to withdraw his Declaration, and early in 1677 Bunyan returned to prison. 

"BISHOP BUNYAN"

Apart from this second (and some people think there was a third) brief spell in prison Bunyan spent his time from 1672 onwards preaching, directing the affairs of the Church and visiting outlying congregations and sister churches in Bedfordshire, Hertfordshire, Cambridgeshire, Surrey and in London. It is now that he earned the nickname "Bishop Bunyan". 

MORE BOOKS 

On 18 February 1678 Bunyan published the first part of The Pilgrim's Progress. During the last ten years of his life he wrote a further 40 books including The Life and Death of Mr Badman (1680), The Holy War (1682) and The Pilgrim's Progress - Second Part (1685). 

BUNYAN'S WILL 

In 1685 Bunyan made a deed of gift of his property to his wife, probably to avoid confiscation during the period of renewed persecution. This will was found during the later demolition of the Bunyan's Bedford home and is displayed in the Museum. 

DEATH 

On 31 August 1688 John Bunyan died in London. He had been on a mission of mercy to Reading, to effect reconciliation between a young neighbour of his and the father with whom he had quarrelled. The mission successfully accomplished, Bunyan continued his journey on horseback to London. On the way he was overtaken by a great storm of wind and rain, and he arrived at the house of his friend, John Strudwick on Snow Hill, drenched to the skin and feeling unwell. In spite of his evident weakness and sickness, he insisted on fulfilling an engagement to preach on the following Sunday, at the Meeting House of one John Gammons in Petticoat Lane. He then returned to John Strudwick's house, where he grew weaker, and a few days later died. Bunyan was buried in the Strudwick family vault in the burial ground of Bunhill Fields, City Road, London. Bunhill Fields is noted as the resting place of many prominent Dissenters.

My only excuse (a poor one after having read all the stories related to misspelled names in registers and censuses) was that Samuel VASS was wrongly indexed as "VOSS" and I had always assumed (never, never assume!) that Sarah's marriage would appear somewhere in Beds, so that the BUNNIONs in GB were not worth following up - thus missing the "BUNNION (BUNYAN)" in the GB register index for marriages.

Melancthon Bentley was the youngest Child of Caleb Bentley and his second wife, Mary Hewitt. Melancthon married twice. First on 1 March 1828 to Eliza Smith by whom he had four children; Caroline Marie, Caroline, Eunice, and Amanda. Melancthon married secondly on 1 March 1844 to Eliza Reynolds by whom there were four additional children; Caleb, David, Minnie, and William. Melancthon resided on the farm cleared from the wilderness by his father, Caleb, along the Little Hoosick River, near what is now the town of Berlin NY. He gives to his wife Esther one moiety of all his household movables and furniture, excepting lands, notes, accounts, clothing, library and gun, also his spoons and gold rings to be used and improved by her during 
her life and afterward to go to Mary Twiss and Isabella Wolcott, his daughters; also a comfortable home in his house with full-provision for her support, with what wood and flax she may need, and eight pounds 
annually of money for incidental expenses. To his son Duncan he gives 40 shillings, as he had received at setting out in trade his share of the estate. To his son Alexander he gives a lot in the Cedar Swamp which, 
with a farm formerly given and his expenses of education as a physician, is his portion of the estate. To his son William he gives a deed of one-half his home farm, with other out lands, bearing the same date as his 
will, and in his will gives him the other half, with his farming tools, stock, etc. and also his negro, "Will," to be kindly used and improved and supported by him during his life. To his son Archibald he gives L133, 
6s, 8d lawful money, to be kept on interest until he settles in some business in the world, also his apparel, library, watch, gold wrist buttons, knee and shoe buckles, and a young horse, and provision for payment of 
all his bills at college "till after the next commencement." To his daughter Mary Twiss he gives 40 pounds to be kept at interest for her benefit and a house and lot near the north end of the Plain, one cow and five 
sheep. To his daughter Isabella Wolcott he gives one cow and five sheep; also 60 pounds to be kept at interest for her benefit, ..."which with what I gave to her at her marriage and some articles since, with a 
considerable sum of money I paid for Mr. Josiah Wolcott her husband in consequence of the decree of the Governor and council in my favor against him, which he hath neglected and refused to pay makes up her 
full portion of my estate. To his granddaughter Esther Town and his grandsons John and William Town he makes small bequests. To his grandson John (son of John Jr., who had then gone from town) he gives 10 
pounds, and to his grandsons, John, sons of Duncan, and Edward R., son of Alexander, he gives his land in the South Gore, "provided that the said farm may be sold... for their education." To his grandson John, son 
of Josiah Wolcott, he gives the gun which was his great-grandfather Wolcott's and "which I purchased out of the estate of Capt. Richard Williams." He appoints his sons Alexander and William his executors. Note:  
where the gravestone reads, 'Intoom,d here lieth ye body of ye Rev'd Mr John Campbell who died May 25th, 1761 in ye 71t yr of his Age. he was born in ye north of Scotland. Educated at Edenburgh & had ye 
benefit & Honors of ye University Came to N. England AD 1717 & was Ordain'd Pastor of ye Church in Oxford AD 1721 where with great wisdom & fidelity he continued to Execute ye several parts of his office 
for more than 40 years, in his last sickness he sustain,d ye prospect of his approaching death with great serenity as knowing him in whom he had believed.
